





PoP-UP DISPLAYS

Packing Your Display:

1. If applicable, remove lights from display and place the external top
of the podium kit in the case as shown in the Component Packing
Guide illustration.

. A) Fabric Panels: roll panels two at a time with fabric-to-fabric
and place the panels in the case.
B) Graphic Panels: roll panels one at a time with the
graphics facing outwards and place the panels in the case.

. Insert the protective liner to protect the panels from the frame and
channel bars which will be packed in the center of the case.

. Pack the channel bars in the channel bar bag. Disengage all
locking connectors and collapse the frame. Place the collapsed
frame and channel bars inside the case.

Note: The protective liner should be between the panels and the
frame/channel bar bag.

. Pack lights in the light compartment in the case lid, if applicable.

Notes:

A. Caution - Allow lights to cool before packing.

B. Ensure that all locking connectors are disconnected and
channel bars are removed before collapsing the frame.

Pull back the panel edge to expose channel bar slots.
Insert shelf bracket tabs into channel bar slots at desired height.

Snap shelf lip onto front of shelf.
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Place shelf mounting pins into shelf bracket notches and push
down gently to secure.
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CASE-TO-TABLE CONVERSION KIT I

Wrap the lower panel wrap around the outside of the case. Pull the
wrap tightly and engage Velcro.
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b Repeat step #1 with the top wrap at the top of the case.

» Place the external plastic top over the top of the case.
